To Settle and Ribblehead on Tuesday 19 July – numbers going ? Itinerary

08.04 Mytholmroyd to Leeds arrive 08.57

09.47 Leeds to Carlisle – arriving Settle at 10.43 (this train does not stop at Ribblehead)
Time for a look round Settle for one hour then

11.44 Settle to Ribblehead arriving 12.02

There are three hours before the train back – so there are choices;

a. a three hour walk on the fells – the really fit might be able to do Whernside summit.

b. a shorter walk up to Blea Moor Signalbox and back will take about 90 minutes.

c. An even shorter walk is down the station approach road and straight into the Station Inn – which finishes serving food at 14.30hrs.
