Level 1 Adopter  Stuart reported on behalf of Brenda; very good at beginning of the month, but vandalized seat Manchester shelter remains the same; graffiti on station building still in situ.
Cycle Parking at the Station

CCTV Matt our station manager was not aware of works on the Manchester side that started over the weekend to provide cycle racks and CCTV.

 Although we have lost some plants/shrubs as a group we welcome this addition to the station; we do have some reservations re the break in the handrail which will make it difficult during icy conditions, and the positioning of the cycle racks at the top of the slope – especially with the very long walk round to Platform 2 and previous observations of commuters crossing the tracks to their cars on the station approach road..
Garden layout/planning - up-date

 We regard the removal of some over-grown and hard-to-manage shrubs as an opportunity to re-think the overall design of the top of the Manchester slope; members are getting older, we need to create an environment that virtually looks after itself.
Ideas please;

 1; completely clear the remaining area, (using Community Pay-back scheme as the area is away from the tracks) perhaps paving the area and creating a spot for sculptures (from ‘found’ and reusable materials) involve Community and Calder High students?

2. Modular garden/ raised beds?

Before any decisions are made, permission will have to be obtained from Northern Rail.

To Settle and Ribblehead on Tuesday 19 July –

Itinerary – suggested change of arrangements
09.05 Mytholmroyd to Leeds arrive 10.01

This gives a civilised time to get a coffee and/or Breakfast Roll (we can get a 20% discount at the UpperCrust shop) for the next train at….
10.47 Leeds to Carlisle – arriving Ribblehead at 12.02 

Those that want to look round Settle can do so – and rejoin us on the return train.

There are three hours before the train back – so there are choices;

a. a three hour walk on the fells – the really fit might be able to do Whernside summit.

b. a shorter walk up to Blea Moor Signalbox and back will take about 90 minutes.

c. An even shorter walk is down the station approach road and straight into the Station Inn – which finishes serving food at 14.30hrs.
