 Report; July’s report from Brenda - graffiti still on viaduct but Perspex window replaced on Manchester shelter. Thanks Brenda and thank you ISS for prompt action re window.
Customer Information Screens

Planned; Matt Gibson informed Meeting the Project Pontoon would aspire to have all stations receiving up-to-minute Customer Information Screens; but realistically it may only be the bigger stations. Mytholmroyd has been assessed for 3 screens, one on either platform, one close to station building on the Leeds approach by the end of the year, funding permitted.     

Cycle Parking at the Station
 We now have a 4 hoop cycle rack at the top of Manchester approach; 2 CCTV cameras in situ, overlooking both cycle areas. These are static, but could be useful for future utilisation.
Matt’s suggestion to put to a meeting tomorrow with …is to reinstate the curved handrail(discarded in the undergrowth) at the top of the Manchester approach, with an opening to allow access of bicycles to the store below the curved as a safer option for winter ice. An area of concrete laid to accommodate access of bikes.
This suggestion goes some way to allay fears of accidents and difficulties for disabled through lack of handrail protection etc.
Graham, on behalf of the members, thanked Northern Rail for the provision of the cycle hoops at Mytholmroyd.
