Areas of Achievement
What began as a station clean up has blossomed into a high profile group with excellent networking and sponsorship which has had a great impact on the facilities both for rail passengers and residents in the surrounding area. There is no doubt that they are proud of their local heritage and are encouraging others to explore and enjoy it too. The station platforms are immaculate and the planters are well stocked with colourful geraniums and lobelia. The effort involved in transporting water up to the platforms is to be admired. The dull area under the viaduct has been transformed with well planted barrels with an ingenious water butt close by. There is a good choice of perennials in the raised beds at the church of the Good Shepherd and in surrounding residents’ gardens.

Further Development – Constructive/Helpful Remarks
The Partnership should keep up the momentum to find a use for the station house and to provide seasonal artwork displays in the windows. The siting of the new cycle rack at station could provide an opportunity for the children, young people and volunteers to design and build a new sensory bed. A management plan to improve the wildlife and wildflowers in the graveyard at the Methodist Church by selective grass cutting might be considered together with enhancing the wild flower area near the Manchester Platform. The Himalayan Balsam is invading the area around the river and viaduct and volunteer working parties might be arranged to control it.
